The 

children will experience what it was like to go to school in the Victorian times and also get chance to play with 

some old-fashioned Victorian toys.  

Phonics Screening Check 

The statutory phonics screening check will take place on the week commencing Monday 10th June. During this 

first half term the children will be sent home with more QR codes for links to the RWI videos and past phonics 

papers. Please help your child as much as you can with their phonics at home and if you need any advice about 

how you can do this please come and ask. 

P.E 

Our P.E. days are still on a Monday and a Tuesday. On PE days children are still to come to school wearing their 

PE kit. It must be the school agreed PE kit please. Children will also need earrings removed on these days and 

long hair tied back. 

Book bags/Reading Diaries

every Monday and reading books changed.
